PICKLEBALL COURT RULES 

 

 

       GENERAL RULES: 

 Courts are for Pickleball use only - NO skateboards, bicycles, scooters or rollerblades are permitted 

 Courts are open 8:00 am until dusk, unless closed by Medford Township for maintenance or weather  

 Use courts at your own risk – surface may be slippery when wet or dry 

 Tennis, soft-soled, or other proper court-type shoes are required 

 No alcoholic beverages, smoking or profanity  

 No glass bottles or containers, food, pets or outside chairs permitted on the courts  

 No Littering -- Please place all trash in the receptacles outside of the court areas  

 Please do not abuse the nets, fencing or other equipment, or place any graffiti or stickers 

 No paid training, private instruction or other athletic services are permitted 

         PLAYER & COURT ROTATION: 

 Court Use will be on a first-come, first serve basis unless otherwise designated for a special program or event as 

per the posted schedule.  During the time of special instructions (i.e. seniors), limited courts may be available for 

public use.  

 During peak time when courts are full and players are waiting to play: 

o Court time will be shared equally 

o NO SINGLES 

o Waiting players should place their paddle in the “Paddle Saddle” (left to right)  

 Limit warm-up time to no more than 5 minutes 

 Limit total court time to 1 hour when others are waiting 

PLEASE OBSERVE PROPER PICKLEBALL ETIQUETTE: 

 Please remain in the spectator area while you are waiting your turn to play   

 When your turn to play arrives, please wait until payers have exited the court until entering 

 DO NOT MOVE THE PADDLES! 

 Sportsmanship and courtesy expected at all times
