MAIL IN PROCEDURE: Complete the registration form located on the following page. 
(Additional copies are available on the township website.) Complete all information 
requested. Incomplete registrations may be returned. Make checks payable to Medford 
Township. Do not mail cash! Mail all registrations to: Medford Township Recreation 
Department, 17 N. Main Street, Medford, NJ  08055. Please include a self-addressed 
stamped envelope. We will return a registration receipt with all vital program informa-
tion confirming your registration. This receipt will serve as your official registration 
confirmation notice. If the program is full or cancelled, we will notify you as soon as 
possible.

WALK IN PROCEDURE: Walk-in registrations are accepted only at the Recreation  
Department offices located in the Municipal Building at 17 N. Main Street during 
regular office hours.

NON-RESIDENT REGISTRATION: Non-residents are welcome to enroll in Medford 
Township programs. However, registration forms for non-residents will not be pro-
cessed until June 14, 2010, as space allows.

OTHER THINGS TO KNOW:
Please register at least one week prior to the first class. Class cancellation  
decisions are made 3 days prior to class start date. If class enrollments are below 
the minimum requirements, a class may be cancelled.
When you sign up for a class, we depend on your enrollment for a successful class. If you 
must cancel from a class, please notify us at least one week before the class begins.
Refunds are available. Each individual registration refund is subject to a $10  
administrative fee. NO refunds are issued after the first week of a program. Trip 
refunds are available if we are notified at least 36 hours in advance. Please note 
refunds may take up to four to six weeks to process.
No child is to be left unattended. Parents are to remain with their youngster(s) 
until the proper instructor arrives. It is the parent’s responsibility to be aware of all 
program dates, times and locations. We reserve the right to change locations.
